
Where to place Polaris on the iOptron Polar Scope dial M. Covington 2013

Always place Polaris on the middle one of the three inner circles.
Facing Polaris, the sky turns counterclockwise at half the speed of an ordinary clock.
Each number on the dial corresponds to 2 hours of time (backward) or 1 month on the calendar (backward).
An error of 1 number on the dial = 0.2° polar alignment error, not significant.
